Well done, they did it!

The first cohort to complete Keele Management School’s Postgraduate Certificate in Leadership and Management graduated on Thursday November 26th.  The Certificate brought together students from a wide variety of backgrounds including several members of Keele University staff.  Of the seventeen graduates, four passed with distinction.

Keele Management School developed the Certificate with the help of the Life Long Learning Network who brought Keele together with colleagues from Staffordshire and Wolverhampton Universities to develop part of the curriculum and who also provided financial support to help this process along. 

The one year, part time course, is aimed at professionals wishing to move into a management role, or at managers looking to sharpen their skills, and is open to people with relevant experience who may not necessarily have a first degree.  The course was designed with flexibility in mind and is delivered over about a dozen Saturdays throughout the year, thereby minimising the impact on the working week.

Feedback from the students successfully completing the Certificate has been extremely positive and encouraging:  “I got everything I expected from studying on the course, plus a whole lot more” and “I entered into the course hoping to develop my skills in leadership and management.  I have found it both challenging and rewarding and would say it far exceeded my expectations.”
