	Update on LLN plan for 2009/10

BC highlighted the need to ensure all projects are completed and have learners on courses by 2010.

BC acknowledged that new FDs may cause pressure on universities due to HEFCE caps on student numbers and RB-D added that SURF are looking at all FDs regarding resourcing those with low numbers and will closely scrutinize new FDs.

AR highlighted that the LLN have two new big projects going ahead- Leadership and Management & Teaching.

AR discussed the LLN’s ongoing research projects and future evaluation and monitoring. AR asked the group to approach her if any support was needed. 

The LLN will be marketing courses more proactively now. 

NB explained that the overall budget for 2009/10 is £71000.  If all current and future bids are approved the budget will have been almost spent (£67,162)
