	Working Futures – News from Staffordshire University
Document was circulated to all
Staffordshire University kept VAT money aside to be used for funding training. £3000 value of training to improve their skills.
Keele and Staffordshire Universities have successfully got the ECIF grant - £500,000 each.
Staffordshire University have £100,000 which can be used by SURF partners and it was noted that it is worthwhile advising partner colleges of these funds.

	Project Proposals – Emerging Digital Platforms for Creative Media
SS gave a short presentation in Gap in Emerging Digital Technologies Training for Colleges – Second Life.
There is one module on Virtual Worlds across partner colleges – none within the region at the moment.
Business and creative to appeal across the board – 20 credits with Business Link Support.

Second module is Mobile Gaming where there is a deal with Sony and will be needed to run through the Apple or Sony and could be expensive.


USP is not available in the region.

Reduced costs for business partners to develop the modules. Rent an Island use course fees to buy next year - £1500 is not the full cost.

The 15 credit module might be needed for Staffordshire University with the possibility of developing face to face and online (blended) learning.
