	Project Proposals

CGI Production for Stereoscopic Viewing – Sam Hope & Ross Winning
This proposal represents new developments as used by Disney/Pixar and will be useful for professionals within the animation industry to up-skill.


Discussions have been had with Peter Hughes at Staffordshire University who has pledged technical support and the opportunity for students to work remotely. 

Discussions arose around student fees, as part-time undergraduates would not attract HEFCE funding and it was noted that there is a possibility of running this as CPD at Masters level.

There will be a target of 60 students at 2 institutions with the opportunity to work at both locations.

Modules to be validated were: 2x20 credits (UOW) and 2x15 credits at Staffordshire University for named CPD awards.

The bid was approved at £9500
CPD in High Definition Production & Digital Workflow – Kelly Jeffs
This proposal is similar to the above proposal but in High Definition. 

Funding for equipment at the Light House has been made available from Advantage West Midlands who have invested in equipment and upgrading post production activities. There are differing studio resources at the Light House, Staffordshire University and University of Wolverhampton. It was noted that students would go to all three locations to maximise access to resources and cross-platform experience.

NB advised that additional funding could be applied for after curriculum development if more modules proved necessary.

Discussions arose around HEFCE funding of 15 credit modules at Staffordshire University

The bid was approved at £4000 for 1 x 20 credit module at Wolverhampton and 15 credits at Staffordshire University. 

The bids will now be presented to the LLN team for approval on 26th November 2009
