	LLN UPDATE
TC confirmed that the LLN had a strategic planning away day, where it was agreed that there would be more emphasis on CPD programmes but this is not to say we will be turning away any other developments. 
TR asked about targets being met for student numbers, where it was confirmed that the LLN has over achieved targets set.

JS will be contacting all project leads to request current progress and student numbers.

It was noted that a bid from Andy Cramp – Framework for Diverse Learners has been moved from the Cross Cutting Themes group to Public Sector group with an outstanding balance of £11,640. JS to check with Chris Drummond if this is correct and if funds will be released from this group

TC confirmed that the LLN team have decided to pool the total remaining funds from all discipline groups in March 2010. 
Any new project proposals should be received mid 2010 so that they are validated to run for Sept 2010. 

TR mentioned a possible CPD project which she will send to TC

TC met with Derek Walton (FDSC in Environmental Health) where it was confirmed that full outstanding funding of £15,000 would not be claimed due to lack of commitment and will only claim for time spent on development.

TC gave a brief update on each project:
· Volunteering Module – 12 students are estimated to start the course next month
· Integrated Services – TC to meet project lead, this is now running and has 20 students enrolled
· Dementia – Mt confirmed £5000 pending and will discuss progress with Linda Lane
· SkillBase – Process of writing up report from research that was done. Waiting on report from Mike Allen / Paul Jay
· FDSC Environmental Health – Market Research has been completed. May not start Sept 2010. TC/JS to chase
· Information for Carers – Information Giving Workshops are being arranged
· Active Ageing – No progress report received. JS to chase
· Training Coordinators – First cohort started in November with 14 students
· Crime Scene Investigators – This is in progress and approval has been sought from West Midlands Police
· Practical Assessment Toolkit – Ongoing through the STEM unit at Staffordshire University
· Level 3 LSSC – This is ongoing, preparing for validation
· FD Community Regeneration – Going through marketing phase as this did not recruit as planned last year
· Skills for Sustainability – Due to funding issues this was not run
· Uniformed Public Service – 8 students enrolled Sept 09. TC meeting Julian 26 February 2010
· Custodial Care – Scoping exercise was done which showed interest but no commitment. Stafford College are looking at defender programme which may be a new bid. TC to chase
· MA Urban Studies – Validation completed and stronger marketing to attract students. 12 students currently interested
· Procurement for Regeneration – Market research is almost completed, waiting for report. JS to chase
· British Sign Language – No update report received. MT to chase this and report back
· Sustainable Development – Currently in Marketing phase, start date moved to Sept 10 from Jan 10
· Managing Resources – This is being delivered by Staffordshire Probation Service. No reports received to confirm student numbers. JS to arrange meeting with Mike Jolley
· Developing Regeneration Practice – This is running successfully with 33 students enrolled
JS to send Legal Practice final report to all as requested
